NC State faces winner of LSU/UCLA Tuesday at 7 p.m. (central)
North Carolina faces loser of LSU/UCLA Tuesday in an elimination game Monday at 2 p.m. (central)
General:

· Today’s game between North Carolina and NC State was the fourth of the season with both teams winning twice … The two schools, which are separated by less than 30 miles, have played 285 times with UNC holding a 156-128-1 all-time advantage.

· North Carolina is making its 10th appearance at the CWS (last in 2011) … The Tar Heels own a 15-20 all-time record at the CWS and have advanced to the final series twice (2006 and 2007) … Their 10 appearances are the 13th most in NCAA history … UNC is making its sixth CWS appearance in the last eight years.

· NC State is making just its second CWS appearance and first since 1968 where they own a 3-2 record.

· This is the first meeting between UNC and NCSU in any sport in NCAA tournament since 1994 (women's soccer).

· Visiting teams in the CWS are 16-16 all-time at TDAPO.

· NC State’s win marked the first time since 2008 that the visiting team won the first three games of the CWS … During the 2008 CWS, Stanford, Georgia and Fresno State won their opening games as the visiting team … North Carolina was the lone home team to pick up the opening round win over LSU.

North Carolina:

· UNC is making its 28th NCAA Tournament appearance and has posted a 94-62 all-time record (1948, ’60, ’64, ’66, ’69, ’78, ’82-84, ’89-90, ’93, ’95, 2000, ’02-13) … They have made 12-straight appearances dating back to 2002.

· The Tar Heels own the most overall wins since the start of the 2006 season with 405, which includes five 50-plus win seasons.

· Carolina has posted 47 NCAA Tournament wins since 2006, one more than its Super Regional opponent South Carolina … Oregon State, who is also in the 2013 CWS, is third on the list with 35.

· UNC’s offense, which ranked first nationally in runs (529) coming into the CWS, plated its lone run in the top of the ninth inning on Landon Lassiter’s double to right center … For Lassiter, it extended his current hit streak to nine games and games reached base safely to 12.

· North Carolina’s pitching staff hit five batters (season-high) on the day, which is tied for the second-most by a staff in the CWS … Last was Arkansas on June 18, 2004 vs. Texas.

· UNC used eight pitchers on the day, which tied a CWS single-game record … The last time a team used eight hurlers in a CWS game was Florida State against Arizona last year (June 21).

· The loss is the third-straight in the opening round of the CWS for the Tar Heels … They lost to Arizona State (5-2) in 2009 and Vanderbilt (7-3) in 2011 … Last opening round win was against LSU (9-4) in 2008.

· Head coach Mike Fox is one of 13 skippers to both play in and coach in the CWS as he was a member of Carolina’s 1978 CWS team … He is one of six head coaches to have both played for and coached their alma mater in the CWS and is joined by Mike Gillespie (USC), George Horton (Cal State Fullerton), Jack Kaiser (St. John’s), Mark Marquess (Stanford) and Joe Russo (St. John’s).

· Kent Emanuel made his second career CWS start Sunday (previous: June 20, 2011 vs. Texas in a four-hit complete game shutout with five strikeouts) … Sunday he lasted just 2 2/3 innings against NC State allowing five runs (all earned) on six hits with a walk and two strikeouts … It marked his second-straight NCAA Tournament start where he didn’t make it out of the third inning … Against South Carolina (June 8) in the Super Regionals he was pulled after 2 1/3 frames where he surrendered four runs (all earned) on seven hits with a walk and strikeout.

· Chaz Frank swiped his team leading 23rd base (27 attempts) in the first inning after drawing a lead off walk.

· Brian Holberton broke up Carlos Rodon’s no-hit bid in the fifth inning with a two-out single … Holberton also singled in the eighth for his 22nd multi-hit game of the season (36th career).

· Chris McCue allowed one hit in 2 1/3 innings with three strikeouts.

· Chris Munnelly tossed two innings of scoreless relief with a strikeout.

NC State:

· NC State is making its second CWS appearance and its first since 1968…The 45-year hiatus is tied for the second longest break between CWS appearances in NCAA history with Notre Dame (1957-2002) and behind Oregon State with 53 years (1952-2005).

· The Wolfpack’s 17-inning 5-4 Raleigh Super Regional-clinching victory over Rice was the longest Super Regional game in history and fourth longest in postseason history.

· Entering the CWS, NC State was among five CWS teams that were 5-0 in NCAA Tournament play this season (Indiana, LSU, Louisville, and UCLA)

· NC State joins only Louisville and UCLA in having teams play in a bowl game, reach the NCAA men’s basketball tournament and advance to the CWS.

· Sophomores Trea Turner and Carlos Rodon will join the USA Baseball Collegiate National Team for the second consecutive year.

· Trea Turner notched his 28th stolen base of the season (34 attempts)…Turner is 4-4 in stolen bases this postseason.

· With a single to left field in the first inning, Tarran Senay improved his hit streak to eight games.

· Carlos Rodon went 4 2/3 innings without giving up a hit, tying the previous record set by Arizona’s Konner Wade vs. UCLA on June 17, 2012 in a CWS game at TD Ameritrade Park.

· After walking the leadoff batter (Frank) to start the game, Rodon retired 14 straight Tar Heels with six strikeouts before surrendering UNC's first base hit in the fifth inning (Holberton single).

· With a base hit to rightfield in the sixth inning, Trea Turner improved his hit streak to eight games.

· Grant Clyde was hit-by-pitch three times, tying a CWS single-game record and setting a record in TD Ameritrade Park (others: Kurt Suzuki of Cal State Fullerton June 15, 2003 and Taylor Holiday of UC Irvine June 18, 2007 were also hit-by-pitch three times in one game at Rosenblatt).

· Tarran Senay drove in his 10th RBI of the NCAA postseason during the first inning on a single to leftfield to score Trea Turner for the first run of the game.

· NC State’s eight runs are the most it has ever scored in a CWS game ... Its previous high was seven runs in 1968 against Southern Illinois in a 7-6 victory.

· Rodon is now 2-0 in the NCAA Tournament ... He owns a 1.37 ERA, allowing four runs (all earned), 18 hits, four walks and has struck out 27 in 26.1 innings.

· Rodon finished his third complete game of the season ... His previous two complete games were on June 1 in a 1-0 shutout against William and Mary and on April 20 in a 6-2 win against Georgia Tech.

· Every NC State batter collected a hit but Jake Fincher ... Fincher has reached base in the last 61 of 64 games ... Before today, the last time Fincher did not reach base was on April 14, 2013 against Boston College ... The last time he was 0-4 was on May 24 against Miami.

· Today marks the third-straight game that NC State's defense did not commit an error.

· The Wolfpack are now 8-1 in postseason play (ACC Championship and NCAA Tournament), outscoring its opponents 46-16.
